TRANSPORTATION FROM CHANIA TO THE HOTEL

FROM AIRPORT TO HOTEL: Outside the hotel there are bus station and taxi station. For those of you that will fly with Olympic Airways there is always a bus waiting the passengers of the flight that goes to the center of the city.

If you take the bus to the city, then you should get either in a bus that leaves from the central bus station at Kydonias Street, to Almyrida village or in a taxi that you will find very easy.

When you’ll arrive at Almyrida you will find the hotel on the central square & central beach.

Cost for bus from City of Chania to Almyrida about 3-5 Euros (3 to 5 buses during the day).

Cost for taxi from City of Chania to Almyrida about 35 Euros.

FROM SOUDA’S PORT (CHANIA) TO HOTEL: There is always a bus waiting for the passengers in front of ANEK’s and HELLENIC SEAWAYS’ KIOSKS, but if you loose it you should ask where is the bus station that stops the buses to the city of Chania. Cost about 4-5 Euros.
