Instrument classes for both traditional and modern 
instruments will be taught by members of the faculty of 
the Music Academy (Bulgaria's highest level of learning 
for folk music) and members of Ensemble Trakiya. No 
prior experience is necessary for traditional instruments 
and the classes are adjusted to the level of the students.  

TRADITIONAL BULGARIAN FOLK SINGING 

Singing classes will be presented by professional singers 
who have been involved with the Music Academy or 
Ensemble Trakiya. They will be teaching a variety of 
singing styles from the different regions of Bulgaria. 

TRADITIONAL BULGARIAN FOLK DANCE  
Dance Program Coordinator: Iliana Bozhanova 

Village instructors will present dances from the major 
folklore regions of Bulgaria: Shopluk (West Central 
Bulgaria), Northwest Bulgaria, Pirin (Southwest 
Bulgaria), Thrace (Central Bulgaria) and Dobrudzha 
(Northeast Bulgaria). In addition, a Survey of Bulgarian 
Dance class will feature characteristic dances from all  

folklore regions of Bulgaria. No prior Bulgarian dance 
experience is needed.  

BULGARIAN LANGUAGE CLASSES 

Hour-long daily classes aim to help students acquire 
basic communication skills in Bulgarian that they can 
use at the Seminar classes and in everyday life.
